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 Most of the stuff from VBS has been put away, sent home or disposed of.  The 
memories of a fun time learning of Godôs love for us will last longer than the once white 
tee shirts.  It is great to see this congregation pull together and demonstrate to t he 
children and our community that we value children and their needs.  (I could make a 
plug for the Back Pack Buddies Program at this point but will only mention it in 
passing.) 
 We are once again witnessing a ñnewsò phenomenon.  What did you hear about 
the oil spill today?  Anything?  It has been only a short time since it happened and 
already we are on to something else.  What about the earthquake in Haiti?  Was it in 
the news today?  Of course not, it happened some time ago so it is not news.  It is no 
longer news but part of history, albeit recent history.  
 By its very nature news includes only the most recent events.   What becomes a 
part of history depends on our perception of how important the event is.  Say ónine 
elevenô and everyone in this country knows what event is being referenced.  My 
suspicion is that the events in the Gulf will be remembered, for a while, by most of us, 
when we are reminded, but this is not that kind of event.  
 How does this fit with our understanding of the ñgood news of Jesusò?  Many 
would say that anything to do with Jesus or Christianity or the church is not news -
unless of course, it involves some scandal with leadership or finances.  That makes the 
headlines for a while.  Then it becomes the source of ñhumorò.  We are approaching a 
time when people know so little about Jesus (because He has been out of the news and 
information has not been shared) that telling the story of Jesus and His love will be 
news.  If one hasnôt heard it-then it is news.  
 And it is good news.  Often people have been guilty of slanting the message of 
God to only include the information about people being wrong, sinners, lost, evil.  The 
good news is not that people are not in relationship with God but rather that they can 
have a good relationship with God in Christ Jesus.  The good news is that all is not lost, 
there is hope, life ïeven good life- at hand.  The good news is forgiveness and 
reconciliation and acceptance are available.  This is the news we have to share.  And it 
is todayôs news, not just history.

 When your joy overflows to thi s extent it is a puzzling thing to a watching 
world. But that's not a bad thing. Let your light make 'em curious. Let people 
see your peace under pressure and wonder what your secret is. Maybe they'll 
work up the courage to ask you about it!  An outbreak o f joy always confuses 
those who don't possess it!
